Application documents should be sent to the Exchange Office. The office will deliver the 

application   to t h e  r e l a t e d    faculty, where   the a p p l i c a t i o n    will b e  r e v i e w e d .   

Upon approval from the faculty, the Exchange Office will issue an admission package to 

students. The AGU Exchange Off ice in cooperation wi t h  the International Of f ice will 

serve as point of contact as soon as students enter the university.

Visa Requirements                    Student shou ld  apply  to the nearest Tu rk i sh  Consu late  us ing  the “Letter of 

Acceptance” given b y  AGU. Vi s a  procedures a n d  required documents can be 

obtained at the consulate or on its website. 

 
An “Education Visa” is required in order for students to apply for a residence permit in 

Turkey. Here are some important issues: 

 
• The AGU Exchange Office w i l l  send the Letter of Acceptance. 
• Students must obtain their “ Education Visa” before entering the Turkish territory. 

• A fee is usually charged for the issuing of an “Education Visa”. 

• Turkish Consulates may require additional documents (in addition to passport and 

Letter of Acceptance). 

• The visa will be stamped in the passport at the Turkish custom. 
 

 

English proficiency  As all courses offered at AGU are taught in English, exchange students are required to 

provide proof of their English p r o f i c i e n c y ,  if available. 

 
The medium of instruction at AGU is English at all levels and programs.  Please bear in 

mind that in order to be able to follow courses at AGU, students are strongly 

recommended to have adequate level of English, meaning B1 level language 

competence according to Common European Framework of Reference for Languages 

(http://europass.cedefop.europa.eu/en/resources/european-language-levels-cefr) 

or TOEFL score of 75 or IELTS score of 6.
